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This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across

three areas — curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences — and Scuoo™
what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and

parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our

pupils’ music education.

Part A: Curriculum music

Curriculum music

TIME

IN CLASS - Our timetables show at least 40 minutes per week for a music lesson within the
classroom.

WHOLE SCHOOL - The whole school practise singing our school song weekly during whole
school assemblies. For three weeks leading up to Christmas the children practise singing in
preparation for our Christmas Concert.

KAPOW - EYFS to Y6 follow the units from Kapow, which delivers excellent music experiences
in class lessons.

- Signing and instrument playing forms part of many lessons including the delivery of
phonics.

- KS1 and KS2 have half hour singing lesson every two weeks. They gather around
piano to sing traditional tunes from a songbook. The songbook includes musical notation which teaches
the children to see the pattern of how they sing and what the dots do.

WHOLE SCHOOL - Every half term there is a different music focus whereby weekly songs are
provided for class teachers to play whilst the children come into school exposing the children to
different musical genres.

INSTRUMENTAL TEACHING - A variety of instruments are used throughout the year,
including using technology.

Part B: Co-curricular music

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time,
including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music
beyond the core curriculum.
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PERIPATETIC TEACHING — We have pupils across the school taking part in peripatetic
music lessons. They have space in our music room to teach 1:1 and in small groups. Pupils  Sc
can work towards graded exams. Currently, we have pupils learning: Keyboard, Guitar and
Violin. Furthermore, Rocksteady work with groups of children to form bands. Pupils on the

Pupil Premium List are encouraged to take music lessons — the cost of these is covered by
funding within school.

OUT OF SCHOOL LESSONS — Pupils who have lessons out of school are encouraged to
perform in school, use their instrument within class sessions where appropriate, and share their
success of graded exams.

KS2 CHOIR
Lunchtime sessions for pupils to choose to ‘drop-in’ and sing along. This encourages a wide
range of pupils to join in and sing songs of their choice.

KS2 MUSICAL THEATRE

Weekly Drama Club sing, dance and act during the term. Parents are invited to a presentation
of their work at the end of the term.
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Part C. Musical experiences

This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as
singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.

IN SCHOOL
¢ Nativity, Christmas concert - opportunities for solo, group and whole school
performances.

e Class Assemblies — parents, grandparents and guardians invited to assemblies which
often involve music and/or dance performances.

e Music played during weekly assemblies when children enter/leave the hall.

e Y6 Leavers’ Performance

e Every half term there is a different music focus whereby weekly songs are provided for
class teachers to play whilst the children come into school exposing the children to
different musical genres.

e Half termly visits from Don Rae from Don Rae Academy who delivers dance and music
sessions with the children on a particular theme/topic often with cross curricular inks i.e.
Ramadan, Holi, Black History, Chinese New Year, Windrush, African Dance.

e Music listening within classrooms — to accompany drama, to support other curriculum
areas such as history and PSHE. Music as background for art and writing. Music for
dance in PE.

e Singing for fun in the classroom.

e Termly concerts from Rock Steady showcasing the children’s work over the term.

e Live music from lzzy and Dan during our Hogarth Summer Festival.

e African drumming workshop delivered through Music Hub for every child - July 2024.

e Hogarth’s Got Talent — July 2024
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OUT OF SCHOOL
e Young Voices Scloov
e Visit to the Lion King in London for choir.
e Choir Performing at Brentwood Centre with a live orchestra.
e Choir on Tour at Christmas — venues in Brentwood, Local retirement home.
e Choir to perform with other local schools in Summer 2025.

In the future
